Yes, please provide food and drink (plenty of fluids) for their tea.  Also something to keep them occupied between shows (eg: book).
Young Ballerinas (Pre-School & Pre-Primary) are they expected to stay for the whole time?
No, your child can be dropped off at the later time of 1:30pm (with their hair in a bun).  You can either collect your child at the interval or at end of the show. They will need to be dropped back at 6:00pm and again can be collected early. We want to be flexible, but whatever you decide to do we must know in advance, in writing if possible. You will be required to sign them out every time you collect them. If you intend to take them in to watch the performance please make sure that you have purchased a ticket for them (under 5s may sit on laps).  These children can be collected around 6:00pm after the technical rehearsal.
How do I collect my child at the end?
All parents will be required to collect their children from the theatre at the end of the performance at approx 9:30pm. They will be required to sign their child out. 
How many shows are there?

Please refer to the costume list for items that your child needs to bring.  We would be very grateful if children from the following classes could arrive with their hair already in a bun - Cygnets, Pre-Primary, Primary & Grades 1 & 3 Ballet; Grade 1 Modern
What else do students need to bring?
Spare hair clips/ grips, bun net, brush, spare make up. Please make sure everything has your child’s full name on.
What make up does my child need?
Primary and above:  eyeliner, mascara, red lipstick and blusher.  We will be happy to apply make up at the theatre.  We will supply any additional make up required.
What will be required of me if I’m a chaperone?
You will be required to wear a chaperone badge (Pink). You will be required to look after a group of children in the room back stage or dressing rooms. Unless you have been CRB checked by the Club you will not be allowed to escort any children to the toilet, this must be done by a chaperone who has been CRB checked by the Club, they will be wearing a green chaperone badge. 
Will I be able to go back stage to see my child?
NO, only chaperones (all of whom will be wearing badges) will be able to go back stage or into the dressing rooms, this is for the safety and protection of all the children.
