Everyone is busy rehearsing their dances in class. The costume & props committee is in full swing.  The programme competition is underway … it’s time to provide everyone with some extra information.  There will be a detailed Q&A sheet nearer the time, so if you have any questions do ask Nikki and she can make sure that they are included.  Tickets will be available from 1st February.  Please remember that the theatre is smaller than the Pavilion so make sure you buy your tickets early to avoid disappointment.
Rehearsals

We would like all dancers (including adults) to be available for rehearsals on Sunday 7th and 21st February from 12 noon and Saturday 27th February from 3pm at the Club (this last date will be a dress rehearsal).  There will also be a technical rehearsal on Friday 5th March at the Thomas Hardye School Theatre from 4.30pm. We appreciate that it will be difficult for everyone to get to every rehearsal but try to make as many as possible. It would be really helpful if all dancers could attend the technical rehearsal. We will advise younger dancers what time they need to arrive for rehearsals once the running order is finalised.  They need not stay for the whole rehearsal time.

Please could anyone who is able to be a chaperone fill in the slip overleaf.  We need plenty of help to ensure that things run smoothly. This will be for the technical rehearsal and the two show performances.  
If anyone has any kind of expertise they can offer for the show we would be thrilled to hear from you.  Please let Nikki know.
We would appreciate it if everyone could bring a named hanger for their costume(s).

On Sunday 28th February from 1pm, we will be taking photographs of each class in their show costumes.  Dancers can also choose to have individual photographs taken. Photographs will be available to order at the show and later in the Club.   If anyone has access to photographic lights please could you let Nikki know?  In addition, the evening performance will be filmed. For this we do require all parents to sign the slip below to give permission for your child(ren) to be photographed.
The costs of staging the show are considerable, so we need to ask dancers to make a contribution.  This will be £10 for the first child/adult and £8 for the second child/adult per family.  We wish we didn’t have to ask for this, but the Club has suffered badly as a result of the recession and we are struggling to meet our running costs.
